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Our last newsletter reported that the confusion surrounding the De-
partment of Health’s “Fact Sheet #5” regarding the use of lake wa-
ter had been rectified thanks to the efforts of many. This communi-
cation was actually never meant to be a regulation, but rather guid-
ance for well diggers and local code enforcement officers through-
out New York State. It was, in fact, revised effective August 2008
and a copy will be posted on our website
(www.keukalakeassoc.org).

Speaking of our website, we have just initiated a complete re-
design of our site. After receiving several proposals, we have en-
gaged DSD Web Works to undertake this effort and work with our
Communications Committee, under the very able leadership of
Steve Knapp. We will provide periodic progress reports as we
move forward and plan to have a real time demonstration at our
Annual Meeting in July. We are very excited about the new and
wide-ranging capabilities this new design will provide for everyone.

We also mentioned last time that the second Land Use Leadership
Alliance Training Program sponsored by the KLA, KWIC and other
organizations working with Cornell Cooperative Extension would
take place this Fall. Peter Landre expands on this in his article in
this newsletter. We are proud to support this important effort to pro-
vide training and encourage communication among the leaders of
the towns and villages surrounding Keuka Lake regarding the
benefits of “smart development” and how these benefits are envi-
ronmentally responsible to our watershed.

Please pay particular attention to Dennis Carlson’'s message re-
garding his new position as Chairperson of our Membership Com-
mittee. Membership is the lifeblood of our organization and we urge
each of you to act as an extension of our Committee. Everyone
around the Lake and its Watershed should be a member and help
us achieve all of our common goals.

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Keuka Lake Looking Ahead - Peter Landre

The second round of the Keuka Lake Land Use Leadership Alliance (LULA) training was recently com-
pleted at Keuka College with 30 attendees from around the watershed graduating. This innovative 2
year pilot program is funded with a grant from the New York State Quality Communities Program and
supported by the Keuka Lake Association, Keuka Watershed Improvement Cooperative (KWIC), Cor-
nell Cooperative Extension, Cornell University Community and Rural Development Institute, Genesee
Finger Lakes Regional Planning Council, Pace University Land Use Law Center, Yates and Steuben
Counties. The KLA provided a generous $5,000 cash match for the project as part of the grant applica-
tion process which helped secure the grant.

A total of 60 local leaders from the watershed graduated from the first and second classes held in
March and October of this year. According to one participant, “this class was highly valuable both for
the skills participants garnered as well as the connections made both within a community and between
communities.” Fundamental to the land use training is an understanding of the laws that are the under-
pinnings of land use in New York State and how that power is delegated to local municipal govern-
ments. The class learned that without a current and up-to-date Comprehensive Plan, local zoning is
typically problematic. State law requires that local land use laws be consistent with a comprehensive
plan. Though circumstances vary by municipality, Comprehensive Plans are typically able to stay rela-
tively current if updated about every five to seven years.

“Among the most important powers of local government is the
responsibility to undertake comprehensive planning and to regulate
land use to protect the public health, safety and general welfare.”
-N.Y. Town, Village, General City Law

One of the many keys of responsible land use is a term called Smart Growth. Its name alone alludes to
its meaning. Fundamentally, it's identifying areas for growth and development, then focusing develop-
ment on those areas. In addition, it includes designating and protecting areas for recreation, conserva-

tion and environmental protection. The class also learned about various land use tools such as clus-

tering, stormwater management, floating zones, overlay zones and incentive zones. The training also
included methods for dealing with the inherent conflict that can arise during negotiations for develop-
ment or subdivision of land and the importance of realizing that at times outside expertise may be re-
quired to assist in facilitation and mediation.

“This is an excellent training to help you realize that collaborative decision making helps makes the best, informed deci-
sion taking or attempting to take the interest of all affected parties (not just primary stakeholders) into consideration.”

Since the March training, more than a dozen graduates from LULA 1 and other municipal volunteers in
collaboration with local municipalities have been working with Genesee Finger Lakes Regional Plan-
ning Council and Cornell Cooperative Extension of Yates County to develop a watershed land use
plan. This planning guide is nearly completed and will include a wealth of information tailored to the wa-
tershed including GIS maps, assessments of local laws and gaps in those laws, best practice models,
and laws/ordinances that local leaders can adapt for their municipalities. One of the key aspects of the
program is the direct input from participants regarding their local challenges and the level of importance
of those challenges. During the first day of training all of the participants listed their challenges and as
suspected, many municipalities are facing similar issues. Some of the issues leading the list were
steep slope development, the tradeoff between agriculture and development, the lack of full time re-
gional governmental resources knowledgeable in development, preservation of the rural character of
the region, and lake water quality.

Since the plan is truly a grass-roots effort, the next step in the planning process is to further share the
draft plan directly with citizens and boards in each municipality and gather additional input on the con-
cepts outlined in the plan. A presentation and an outreach plan is in the process of being developed in
November. Public forums will be held in watershed municipalities in the next several months lead by
LULA participants. After the public forums, the plan will be finalized and a process for facilitating mov-
ing the plan ahead will be initiated. Implementation of most concepts in the plan (i.e., updating a com-
prehensive plan, steep slope ordinances, etc.) will ultimately need to be done at the local level. The
planning guide and the trained network of LULA participants should provide tremendous resources not
previously available to the municipalities to move ahead on land use initiatives.

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Effective and efficient land use is not a program but a process. It has no end point when local govern-
ment leaders and residents can say “we are done!” Land use has evolved from early law and will con-
tinue to evolve to meet the needs of the local and regional population. This training is just a beginning
for about 60 people representing all walks of life in the watershed. The training will hopefully lay the
foundation for building a process of supporting and implementing effective land use around Keuka Lake
and its watershed. As one attendee put it, “what a wonderful opportunity to gather together as water-
shed towns, plan for the future and share our problems and solutions.” Training is also a process, so
look for additional updates on training opportunities and public forums on the “Keuka Lake Looking
Ahead — An Intermunicipal Land Use Action Plan” in your community. For more information, please
contact Peter Landre, Executive Director, Cornell Cooperative Extension Yates County, 315-536-5123.

Know those crow-sized white birds that poop all over decks, docks, and boat covers and occasionally
wash up dead on your beach? Sea-gulls, right? NOT! Nope, they're properly called gulls, without the
“sea” prefix. Having lived out west before coming to Keuka Lake and been assailed by a half-dozen or
so different gull species, | was prepared to write a treatise on a number of interesting gull species resi-
dent on Keuka Lake. Wrong again. Despite the variety of colors exhibited by our gulls, they are almost
all members of one species: the herring gull. The different colors and shades of white represent gulls
of different ages as well as of differing seasons — like all birds gulls molt (lose their feathers) so there
are about seven variations of white, white mottled with brown, brown mottled with white and so on.

Herring gulls are resident on Keuka Lake, but also migrate through in fall and winter. They nestin a
shallow depression scraped out of the sand or beach material, sometimes lined with feathers. They
nest on islands where available and generally in colonies near water and protected from predators like
raccoons. One to three chicks are hatched which leave the nest ready to motor in day two.

One of the reasons we don’t have too many dead fish washing up on shore is that dead fish is a pre-
ferred dietary item for this gull. They eat anything else, including garbage. They will drop clams from a
height onto rocks to break them open. They flock to recently-plowed agricultural fields, picking up
bugs, dead mice, etc. These are the birds that wheel in large flocks at landfills and garbage dumps.
And they like the McDonalds fries and other freebies they can find in large parking lots. Gulls get their
heads stuck through the plastic separators for six packs of beer and soft drinks: in addition to not pitch-
ing them overboard, these gull death traps should be snipped apart with scissors when you are done
with them or they will get ensnared by them in landfills (next to lakes, right up there on preferred forag-
ing grounds for gulls).

Herring gulls were nearly wiped out in the 1880s as their feathers were sought after for women’s hats.
And this is the species credited with saving Mormon field crops in Utah between 1848 and 1850 from
plagues of grasshoppers.

Because they clean up the beaches, gulls should be viewed as beneficial rather than pest species.
Many lakefront owners complain about the white-washing gulls do on docks, boat houses, rafts, and
boat covers. Gulls are protected by state and Federal law (the Migratory Bird Treaty Act of 1918) and
in addition to being illegal, shooting gulls just creates a momentary void, sort of like trying to empty the
lake with a bucket. An earlier issue of the KLA newsletter described how to keep gulls of docks and
boat covers with a simple arrangement of monofilament fishing line strung about 2-3 feet above the
surface. Sandy Morgan on the east side of Keuka Lake made a particularly effective gull deterrent

above his boat cover (see picture on next page). cont 2
ont. on pg.

Similar arrangements of PVC pipe and monofilament
fishing line can be employed above the surfaces of
docks, rafts, and boathouses and work extremely well
if maintained. Our neighbor has kept gulls off her
boathouse for five years with a single monofilament
line stretched about two feet above the roof line.

Two other gull species, the ring-billed gull and great black-backed gull may occasionally find their way
onto Keuka Lake. Both are similar in appearance to the herring gull but the laughing gull is smaller
(body about 17-21 inches long, wingspan about 41-46 inches) and has a black ring around its yellow
bill near the tip. The great black-backed gull is larger (28-31 inch body, 57-63 inch wingspan) and
darker.

Ring-billed gulls are often the ones flocking around parking lots and are the bold ones that snatch food
from beach-goers. Once while at Disney World | was taking a tray full of food from the cafeteria to an
outside eating area and a ring-billed gull swooped down, landed on my tray, and snatched up a bill full
of French fries. Pushing off the tray with its feet to launch itself into the air, it scattered the food that
was left on my tray all over my shirt and pants.

Ring-billed gulls are a coastal species, nesting along the Atlantic coast and are more apt to be seen
during spring and fall migration. This gull is expanding its breeding range south and into great lakes
area and may be seen on Keuka Lake in the future.
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This article was revised 9 -07. We are reprinting it as a consideration for our many new members - as the question
of foam on the lake comes up yearly.

Lake FoamCause for concern? No!

This fall a number of people on Keuka Lake reported seeing unusual amounts of white foam on the sur-
face of the lake. As many longtime residents know, lake foam is not that unusual at all and in fact is
the result of natural processes in the lake. What may be different now, however, is the quantity of
foam observed on the lake.

What is the cause of lake foam and why are we seeing higher amounts? The white foam found in
lakes and streams is usually natural. Wind-driven currents frequently create parallel streaks of foam in
open water. Foam is created as decomposing plants and animals release organic compounds into the
water. The compounds act as a "surfactant” and reduce the surface tension of water, causing bubbles
to form. Many people blame shoreline foam on detergents, but detergents don’t create long-lasting
foam since they quickly lose their sudsing ability. Natural foam has a somewhat earthy or fishy aroma.
Detergent foam, in contrast, will have a noticeable perfume smell.

Why are we seeing higher amounts of foam? We only need to look at our neighbor lake to the west to
answer this question. For the past year, Canandaigua Lake has experienced large quantities of lake
foam on a regular basis, far exceeding what has been observed in the past. The foam appears on the
lake on all but calm days and forms large white parallel streaks 30-50 feet wide, ultimately piling up on
downwind shores. At about the same time the foam was observed, many lakeshore owners also found
large amounts of dead zebra mussels on their beaches. As a result, the connection has been made
that the excessive foam in the lake caused by the addition of organic chemicals from the large die-off
and decomposition of zebra mussels. Testing of the foam determined that it was not toxic and likely
from an organic source such as algae or decaying zebra mussels.

Will the foam last? Small, natural amounts of foam will always be present on the lake on windy days.
Larger amounts related to zebra mussels will probably cycle up and down with the population levels of
the zebra mussels. On Canandaigua (and maybe Keuka), it appears the zebra mussel population has
experienced a die-off, probably related to a lack of food (algae) available in the lake. Good evidence
for the die-off is lower secchi disk readings (water clarity) and higher algae concentrations. If the foam
is related to a higher amount of surfactant chemicals in the lake from a mussel die-off episode, the or-
ganic chemicals and the excessive foaming should subside over time from dilution and other chemical
processes.
