                        www.keukalakeassoc.org   PROTECTING THE QUALITY OF THE LAKE  

            SEPTIC INSPECTIONS ARE CRITICAL  

I  f you have a home on the lake and do not have 
municipal sewer service, you have a septic system.  This includes 

everyone on Keuka Lake who does not live in the town of Milo and 
parts of Jerusalem and the requirement is that all septic systems on 
the Lake must be inspected every five years; holding tanks every 
year.  This means that when you receive notice that your system is 
due for inspection you must make arrangements to have a contractor 
uncover your septic tank so that your local inspector can inspect it at 
a designated time. This is the law.   Everyone should be aware that 
the town supervisors around the Lake and KWIC, Keuka Watershed 

Improvement Cooperative, are very concerned that inspections have 
fallen behind and are increasing their efforts to reduce their backlog and 
be much more rigorous in enforcing penalties for non -compliance.   
Of course, not only is it the law, but it is essential to maintain our high 
water quality.  So if you have not had your system inspected within the 
last five years (or holding tank within the last year), contact your local 
town inspector for scheduling.  Please see Bill Laffin’s article in this 
newsletter for more details regarding KWIC and water quality.

The Keuka Watershed Improvement Cooperative (KWIC), 
which is composed of the Town and Village supervisors from the around 
the lake continues its focus on waste water management.  They normally 
meet every other month but due to the number of issues with which they 
are dealing, they are now starting to meet monthly.   Usually about six of 
your KLA Board Members are in attendance at the meetings.  One of the 
KWIC’s most important issues is that of wastewater system inspection.  
By town and village law, every system around the lake needs to be in-
spected every 5 years.  Basically, this means that 20% of all lakeside 
septic systems should be inspected every year.  For 2008, only about 
85% of the required inspections were completed but this number is an 
improvement from 2007 when only 80% were completed.  Some towns 
met or exceeded their inspection requirements while others fell far short. 
  
By town, here are the Keuka Lake results for 2008: Barrington – 112%; 
Hammondsport – 142%; Jerusalem – 86%; Pulteney – 45%; Urbana 
156%; Wayne (Keuka Lake) 47%.  The Town of Milo has no septic sys-
tems in Zone 1 on Keuka Lake because they have installed sewers. 
  
Once you are notified by your towns’ waste water system inspector that 
your property requires an inspection, it is your (the property owner’s) re-
sponsibility to get the inspection scheduled and completed.  We all have 
lots of excuses why we don’t respond – I don’t have time, I forgot, I lost 
the notice, I want to wait until the end of the season, etc.  At the end of 
the day, lake pollution knows no geographical boundaries and not having 
your system inspected on schedule could hurt many other property own-
ers.  We all have a responsibility to keep Keuka Lake clean! 
  
The KWIC is also working on the modification of some reporting software 
based on the EPA TWIST system.  Once adopted, this new software will 
make it easier for the waste water inspectors to track those who violate 
the law by not having their systems inspected.  Currently each town is 
reviewing their list of past due inspections and notices of violation will be 
sent out.  If you get such a notice, please respond immediately to your 
town’s watershed inspector.  
  
The waste water inspectors are: Barrington –  Gary Boardman 607-243-
5323; Hammondsport – Terry DeBuck 607-569-3707; Jerusalem – Jim 
Balysak and Colby Petersen 315-536-5188; Milo – Jim Balysak and 
Colby Petersen 315-536-5188; Penn Yan – Paul Bauter 315-536-0917; 
Pulteney – Lauren Welch 607-868-3807; Wayne – Wilbur Dowdle 607-
292-3259.  The worst case penalty for ignoring requests for septic in-
spection is that your property could be condemned by your town until the 
inspection is completed.  If you are unsure if your septic system is over-
due for inspection call your town’s waste water inspector to verify your 
system’s status.

Boater Safety Training – March 2009 Update  

As we get ready for our next boating season on Keuka, we need to remember that boater safety 
training is critical to the safety and enjoyment of an ever more densely populated lake. 
 
The basic laws are unchanged for this year.   Persons ages  10 – 17  must successfully complete a State Certi-
fied, Power Squadron, or Coast Guard Safe Boating Course to operate a power boat without adult supervision.  
Effective January 1, 2009, Personal Watercraft operators must be at least 14 years old unless accompanied by 
an adult, AND all PWC operators (regardless of age) must have completed the Safe Boating Course. 
 
It is a great idea for all boaters to take a Safe Boating course if you haven’t taken one before or just take it as a 
refresher if it has been a few years.  Check with your  insurance companies too about a discount on your boat 
insurance policy.

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Return of the Ghost Cat?

Cougar, puma, panther, mountain lion, catamount, ghost cat--all have been 
found to have the same DNA.  Have these big cats returned to New York 
State? 
 
Bruce and Mary Anne Thon of Penn Yan, NY, have been volunteer investiga-
tors for the Eastern Puma Research Network (EPRN) since August 1999.  Dur-

ing this time they have recorded nearly 300 sightings of large feline carnivores in the central New York region.  In 
the six years prior to 1999, Norm Davis recorded over 60 sightings. 
 
The purpose of the organization is to prove that these cats do exist east of the Mississippi in areas other than 
those inhabited by the Florida panther.  As indicated by the name “Ghost Cat,” the animals are shy, agile and 
very fast.  Most people fortunate enough to snap a photo in the field find the image somewhat blurred.  Car-
casses seem to be nonexistent.  The testimony of witnesses is not sufficient proof for governmental wildlife 
agencies who claim the animals do not live here.  They claim that if one is seen, it probably is a pet that was re-
leased into the wild. 
 
Another purpose of the EPRN is to educate the public, particularly those who enjoy being out in the wild, about 
safety precautions. 
 
Two to five kittens are usually born in the spring every two years, after a gestation period of about 90days.   A 
characteristic “screaming” often accompanies the mating ritual.  The cubs stay with the mother for at least 18 
months learning survival skills.  By then, the young males are often larger than the mother.  The cubs set out to 
establish their own territories.  Male cougars often cover over 100 square miles overlapping the territories of sev-
eral females. 
 
Eastern adult males weigh between 100 and 150 pounds, with eastern females usually ranging between  60 and 
100 pounds.  Body length may be 3 to 4 feet with an additional 2 ½ to 3 foot tail.  Color ranges from tawny to 
dark brown to grey and solid black.  About half of the sightings in this area are of black animals.  At a distance, 
the long tail is the characteristic that most quickly identifies a cougar.  The body is muscular and moves with the 
same grace as a housecat.  The head is proportionately small with ears that can rotate to catch sounds in all di-
rections.  Eyes reflect a yellow color.  Paw prints rarely show claws because the claws are retracted when run-
ning and come out only when the cat attacks or is climbing.  
 
The cat’s primary food is venison, although turkeys and all sorts of rodents provide sustenance as well.  The de-
cline of the deer population in New York in the late 1800’s forced the native eastern cougars to slaughter farm 
animals resulting in government placement of bounties on the cats.  Are the animals currently being spotted rem-
nants of the population that has begun to regenerate itself because of the dramatic rise in the deer population?  
Or, are present-day cats migrating from Canada or the “Black Forest” of Pennsylvania?

Here are some safety tips for people who venture into the gullies and woodlands which form the habitat of the 
cougar: 
 
1.  Hike in groups. 
2.  Be aware of your surroundings.  Remember cats sometimes lie in trees above 
paths or in brush along game trails waiting for dinner to happen along. 
3.  If you encounter a cat, make yourself look big-open and wave your coat,  Make 
noise.  Put small children on your shoulders.  Do not bend over which makes you 
look like prey. 
4  Do not run, but back off slowly 
 
Eastern and some western cougars are protected animals and may be shot only with a camera.  If you are fortu-
nate enough to catch sight of one of these elusive cats, please call the Thons at 315-536-1269, or notify your 
local law enforcement agency.   
 
On 2/8/08, Mary Anne stated that most recent sightings (within the last two weeks) have been in the same area 
near Skyline drive where a small black cougar was spotted early one morning in the vineyards close to a wooded 
area and a second sighting by two additional people in the same area about 2 weeks later.  In addition the char-
acteristic screams have been heard by several people. 
  
The Bluff has had at least 4 additional sighting reports in the last couple of years - some near the south end and 
several in the area just north of Rte. 54A.

The Keuka Yacht Club -The Summer Vacation Alternative  
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CRITTER CORNER Winter “Temps”

Almost all the birds inhabiting forested and agricultural lands above the lake, and those living on or near the lake, 
are “temps.”  There are the “summer temps,” the wood thrushes, the robins, and the wood ducks that arrive in 
spring, breed, and migrate south in winter.  There are the “winter temps,” such as the huge rafts of redhead 
ducks that winter on the lake, which arrive sometime in November, and leave with ice break-up in March for the 
interior wetlands in Canada where they breed.  And there are the “temporary temps,” the ones that stop over and 
rest a bit on their way south in fall and on their way north in spring.  Now there is a new category, the “used-to-be 
temps,” the ones that used to breed and leave, or winter and leave, or just stopped over but which somewhere 
along the way changed their minds.  Some are very common, some are very rare, but all are interesting.  We’ve 
learned to keep the binoculars and bird guide handy, and every winter we’re a bit surprised by what we see.  
Whether you winter on the lake, or just pop up at intervals, take a gander on the lake every now and then, what 
you see during winter may be unusual and/or certainly will be entertaining.  Most of what you will see will be on 
the usually ice-free part of the lake, south of the bluff.  A few favorite “winter temps” are:      
 
Redhead ducks—these are the mallard-sized ducks with the gray bodies and burnt orange heads that appear 

around November.  They “raft-up” in huge congregations of 
hundreds and dive in shallow waters, seeking out aquatic plants 
for food.  After a few weeks of such group foraging, ALL the 
weeds disappeared from out front of our dock.  This has been 
going on for three years now and we don’t have to control the 
weeds—there never are any.  These ducks breed in the prairie 
potholes of the Mid-west and Canadian Prairie provinces.  They 
winter on the Great Lakes and Finger Lakes, and depart in 
March for their traditional breeding grounds.  Common “winter 
temps.” 
 

 
 
Tundra or whistling swans—these huge white swans occasion-
ally winter on Keuka Lake.   This year we saw groups of three 
and six, others have reported a dozen or more.  About one-third 
larger than Canada geese, these birds breed on barren Arctic 
and Canadian tundra.  They winter along the eastern coastline 
and occasionally on larger lakes.  Like redheads, they feed on 
aquatic vegetation and can be seen tipping up with their elon-
gated necks reaching a foot or more under water.  Immature 
birds are the same size, but are a dirty gray, especially around 
the head and neck.  Uncommon “winter temps.” 
 
 
 

Surf scoters or “skunk ducks” are the size of a small mallard with 
characteristic black and white markings on the head and neck.  
This is a fairly rare bird on Keuka Lake—we saw three about 100 
feet off-shore by Corning Landing.  Like tundra swans, these 
scoters breed in the arctic and Canadian tundra, and winter 
along the eastern seaboard and occasionally in the Great Lakes.  
Scoters dive for shellfish (mussels and clams and likely zebra 
mussels) and aquatic vegetation.  Not often spotted in the Finger 
Lakes.  Another uncommon “winter temp.”

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Old squaw ducks (“long-tailed ducks” for the politically correct) 
are a final  “winter temp” and like the tundra swan and surf sco-
ter, are uncommonly seen on Keuka Lake.  And, like the other 
two “winter temps,” old squaw ducks breed in the arctic and 
northern Canadian territories, wintering along the eastern sea-
board, occasionally on the Great Lakes, and rarely on smaller 
lakes like Keuka.  Like scoters, old squaw ducks dive for shell-
fish.  And like scoters, because of their diet, they are almost 
unpalatable—hunters should avoid shooting them.  For those 
who must try old squaws and scoters for the table, this recipe 
was gleaned from Birds of America, by Gilbert Pearson.  “They 

are unusually tough customers in life or at the table.  Most cooks believe it impossible to prepare these birds as 
to make it decent for anything but a starving man.  The best recipe is as follows: Skin the bird and let it parboil 
for at least a day or until it can be dented with a sharp axe.  The game is now ready to stuff and bake, except 
you must put enough onions into it to take away all duck flavor.  The next step after baking is to either throw it 
away, or give it to someone against whom you hold an ancient grudge.” 
 
The last bird is a “used-to-be temp”—or at least it may seem so.  The common loon used to stop over on Keuka 

Lake on the way south to winter along the southern coast-
lines such as Florida, or on its way north to breed in the Adi-
rondacks and points farther north.  The white spots on the 
back and black head are known to all.  Immature loons are 
grayish-white birds without the spots or black heads.  Re-
cently, we’ve spotted adult loons in summer, often with im-
matures loons.  What we don’t know is whether these imma-
tures are from the current year and thus born on Keuka Lake, 
or are from the previous year—they don’t assume adult 
plumage until they are two years old.  Loons hide their nests 
along the shore, on reedy mats of vegetation or on muskrat 
lodges.  The small, fuzzy black young often hitch rides on the 
backs of adults.  If you see any of these baby loons on 
Keuka Lake, please advise the KLA office, as we would be 

very interested to add loons to the list of birds breeding on Keuka Lake.

Eligible applicants include senior students graduating from high schools in the Keuka Lake Watershed, 
including Haverling Central School, Dundee Central School, Penn Yan Academy, Prattsburgh Central 
School, Hammondsport Central School or senior students whose parents are Keuka Lake Association 
members. 
 
The one-time $1000 scholarship will be awarded in one installment upon satisfactory completion of the 
first semester and submission of a transcript sent to the Keuka Lake Association office for review by 
the committee. 
 
The selection committee is composed of five members appointed by the Keuka Lake Association and 
will meet in April of the student’s graduating year.  The committee must receive application forms by 
April fifteenth of the graduating year.  By June first the committee will send the selected recipient a 
letter and forward a copy to the guidance department of the appropriate school. 
 
Students should submit an application for the scholarship to the Keuka Lake Association either by mail 
(P. O. Box 35, Penn Yan, New York 14527) or by e-mail to info@keukalakeassoc.org. The application 
must include a letter of recommendation from one of the applicant’s teachers and a 250 to 300 word 
essay describing the student’s interest in his or her selected field of study and how the student plans to 
apply that knowledge either in a future career or for enriching his/her appreciation in the environmental 
sciences or water quality/watershed management.
